Setting up the remote control unit to control other audio / video devices

® When buttons are pressed while setting the preset memory,
their signals are sent from the remote control transmitter, so
cover the remote control sensor when setting the preset
memory to prevent accidental operation.

® Depending on the model and year of make, some of the remote
control codes for the brands included on the tables may not
operate properly.

e For some brands there are multiple types of remote control
codes. If an operation does not work, try changing to one of the
other codes.
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Normally use with the MODE SELECTOR switch set at “DVD".
