Direct channel selection buttons (0-9)- Allows direct
access to any TV channel.

CANCEL button- Used to cancel the TIMER
RECORDING and ON/OFF TIMER settings.
PROG.CFM button- Used to confirm the programmed
TIMER RECORDING and ON/OFF TIMER settings.
COUNTER RESET button- Used to reset the tape
counter to 0000 .

COUNTER MEMORY button- Used to stop the tape
when the counter reaches 0000.

SELECT button- Selects the On-Screen picture
adjustments.

RESET button- Used to reset the On Screen p:cture
adjustments.

SLEEP button- Sets the TV to tumn off automatically
after up to 120 minutes.

CH SET button- Used to set TV channels into memory.
AUTO button- Used with the CH SET button to set
channels into memory.

REW/Rev. Search button- In the Stop mode, this
button rapidly winds the tape backwards.
