Opens or closes the disc tray.
THEATER (page 16)

Switches to the optimum video mode for
watching movies automatically. When
connected with an AV amplifier
(receiver) using the HDMI cable, the
speaker output also switches
automatically. Press the button again to
return to the original setting.

When connected with a Theater Mode-
compatible TV using the HDMI cable,
the TV’s video mode switches to Theater
Mode.

The THEATER button functions only when
connected to a Theater Mode-compatible TV.

TV I/(H) (on/standby) (page 28)

Turns on the TV, or sets to standby mode.

I/ (on/standby) (page 30)

Turns on the player, or sets to standby
mode.

Number buttons (page 37, 59)

Enters the title/chapter numbers, etc.

CLEAR
Clears the entry field.

TIME (page 11)

Displays the elapsed/remaining playback
time in the front panel display. Each time
you press the button, the display switches
between elapsed playback time and
remaining playback time.

AUDIO (page 54)

Selects the language track when multi-
lingual tracks are recorded on BD-
ROMs/DVD VIDEO:s.

Selects the sound track on CDs,

SUBTITLE (page 54)

Selects the subtitle language when multi-
lingual subtitles are recorded on BD-
ROMs/DVD VIDEOs.

ANGLE

Switches to other viewing angles when
multi-angles are recorded on BD-ROMs/
DVD VIDEOs.

DISPLAY (page 37)
Displays the playback information on the
screen.

Short cut keys for selecting items on
some BD’s menus (can also be used for
BD’s Java interactive operations).

TOP MENU (page 35)

Opens or closes the BD’s or DVD’s Top
Menu.

Opens or closes the BD-ROM’s Pop-up
Menu, or the DVD’s menu.

OPTIONS (page 35, 41)

The options menu that can be selected
appears on the screen.

HOME (page 43)

Enters the player’s home menu.

Exits the home menu when a CD is
inserted.

Returns to the previous display.

Switches to Scene Search mode that lets
you move quickly between scenes within
the title currently being played back.

Il PAUSE
Pauses or re-starts playback.

B STOP

Stops playback and remembers the stop
point (resume point) (page 34, 40).

The resume point for a title/track is the
last point you played or the last photo for
a photo folder.

MUTING
Mutes the TV sound.

VOL (volume) +/-
Adjusts the TV volume.

CH (channel) +/-
Selects the TV channels up and down.

INPUT (input select)

Switches between TV and other input
sources.

«=/4/¥/=> and ENTER) and is useful
for operation in the dark.

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Step 6: Preparing the
Remote

You can control the player using the supplied
remote. Insert two Size AA (R6) batteries by
matching the @ and © ends on the batteries
to the markings inside the battery
compartment. When using the remote, point
it at the remote sensor [{ on the player
(page 10).

* Use the batteries correctly to avoid possible
leakage and corrosion. Should leakage occur, do
not touch the liquid with bare hands. Observe the
following:
~ Do not use a new battery with an old battery, or
batteries of different manufacturers.

— Do not attempt to recharge the batteries.

— If you do not intend to use the remote for an
extended period of time, remove the batteries.

— If battery leakage occurs, wipe out any liquid
inside the battery compartment, and insert new
batteries.

* Do not expose the remote sensor (marked @ on
the front panel) to strong light, such as direct
sunlight or a lighting apparatus. The player may
not respond to the remote.

You can control the volume, input source,
channel, and power switch of your Sony TV
with the supplied remote.
